Schloss Wallhausen
Harvest Report 2005

As the first wines have stopped fermenting and the
tasting has begun it is time for a harvest update.

Vintage Statements:

&

Prince Michael (middle): 1 was happy with the
harvest. Qualities are high and yields are low.
Another very good vintage for German wine. Wines
are showing well at this early stage. We will give
the wines the time they need to ripen and to develop
before we bottle. We are also thinking about
introducing a Schloss Wallhausen Spitlese.”

Prince Constantin (left): Work in the vineyard was
hard. We went through several picking processes.
Harvest started earlier than expected and finished 2-
3 weeks earlier than normally. At the end we were
happy that we started so early as root was beginning
to spread and the skin of the grapes were thin.

Prince Felix (right): The highlight of the vintage
was three TBA from all three classified vineyards.
Something, which has not happened before.
Residual sugar is 220gr and acidity a stunning 16. I
am looking forward to the auction result. I was very
happy with the work from the picking team.

Markus Leyendecker (cellar master): The wines are
already showing a good balance between acidity
and residual sugar levels. Our Schloss Wallhausen
Riesling Kabinett will again come from red slate
and green slate. We managed to source enough
grapes for the “Two Princes”, but it was more
difficult as demand is rising. Our contractors have
done their best to ensure the quality in their
vineyards.
